Thank the 

Lord for willing volun-

teers!!   This has been 

another change that has 

required both physical 

and emotional adjust-

ments and energy. 

Recently we have discov-

ered the reality that 

change can be new and 

exciting but it can also 

bring grief and stress. 

Not to mention that it is 

an inevitable part of life.  

After much prayer and 

wrestling with the Lord 

we decided in March that 

we needed to take a 

leave of absence from 
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leave of absence (leev-uv-absônss) A period of time during which a person 

is absent from work or other duty for a reason other than normal holidays / vacation 

some of the responsibili-

ties of the church plant.  

We are still very involved 

in native ministry and in 

peopleôs lives but have 

pulled out of the respon-

sibilities of Sunday 

church services.  

In making this decision 

we realized the result 

might be the death of the 

Native Bible Fellowship 

of Calgary.  It has been 

one of the most painful 

decisions we have had to 

make in our church

February found InterAct hosting a 

third worldview seminar, this time 

focusing on animism. We had 

both native and non-native mis-

sionaries representing five differ-

ent mission organizations in at-

tendance. Needless to say the 

discussions were both intense 

and thought provoking.  For in-

stance é if a personôs animistic 

roots cause him to be more con-

cerned about his life today and 

less for his death tomorrow then 

this changes how I effectively 

animism    (anǋi mizǋᴅm)  

the belief that all natural things, such as plants, animals, rocks, thunder and earth-

quakes, have spirits  (= beings that cannot be seen) and can influence human events  

In March we also stood beside our 

friends as they lost a dear 

friend/sister and auntie unexpect-

edly. 

We continue to mourn the death of 

a dream and a core marriage in the 

native church.   

Birth is taking place as new growth 

became obvious in L & Aôs lives as 

Bev continues in the new believers  

Bible study with them. 

 Birth of a new marriage at Easter 

was a highlight as Dan officiated 

the wedding and L & H ex-

changed vows. 

And birth takes place in the life of 

a new believer, D. as she asks 

the hard questions and makes 

the hard lifestyle choices of a 

young adult believer in todayôs 

society. She is Bevôs óbreath of 

fresh airô!

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The air was filled with excitement 

and yes a bit of fear as 250+ na-

tive youth and young adults  

descended on the conference 

grounds. As the youth went from 

the graffiti wall art to the zip line to 

the rap artists they found Jesusô 

love at every stop. At one point in 

a session the speaker asked for a 

show of hands of those who had 

lost a loved one to suicide. Over 

half of the hands went up. Then 

he asked for those who had lost a 

family member to suicide to keep 

their hands up and over 1/3 of the 

250 youth kept their hands in the 

air. My non-native niece sitting 

beside me gasped as she took it 

all in. The plight of our native 

youth is urgent and immediate. 

Thank you so much for your 

prayers.  Many youth believed 

and accepted Jesus Christ as 

their personal Savior.  Others re-

dedicated their lives to Him. It 

was evident that many were pray-

ing as we did not experience the 

same intensity of spiritual warfare 

as we usually do at these confer-

ences.
